The reason why i listed this as used is because after assembling the car i had to test it few times to ensure the installation and settings are acceptable according to manufacturer spec.

This car is not a toy, adult supervision is required. With a 3s lipo it can reach of speeds upto 45mph + with proper gearing it can be tuned to go faster.

Hello,

I purchased this kit from another individual a while back, when he sold it to me it did not have the original box. However he gave me the manual that came with the kit and all the parts to go with it. When i build the kit i just used the parts that came with the bundle according to the manual with the exception of the shock towers because i happen to have the regular carbon shock towers with standard shocks. (For a low ride height) however the long damper shocks and the carbon long damper mounts were left out to acheive the look i was going for.
I only tested this car couple times to ensure functionality. However I built my other xv01 just the same way as i built the one listed, so i will give you my full experience on that one.

The slipper clutch upgrade helps out a lot when it comes to running the car on harsh surfaces. I mainly use my other car as a speed runner and the factory slipper setting (3mm very loose) helps me achieve smooth consistent accelaration. Its very helpful when you are running at high speeds because the tiniest movements can lead into disaster. 
The aluminum suspension mount ensures the structural strengths when landing scale jumps. The shock mounts are plastic which often pop out in the event of a bad landing.
The trf diff o rings and tamiya 5000wt diff lube ensure there are no unwanted leakage of diff fluids. The stock tamiya lube is super loose. In my opinion heavier weight helps a little bit more with drifting.
The 48pitch pinion gear is essential when running the slipper clutch as the spur is designed to accept 48pitch.

I also used to own a hpi wr8 ken block in the past. Super cool car, i loved it. I wanted something more scale. Thats why i decided to go with tamiya xv01. The front motor mount adds good weight to the front to pin the car down on a hairpin turn or to do nice drift action. The xv01 is significantly smaller than the wr8. there is a nice youtube video comparing both. I would strongly suggest that you watch that.

My experience with wr8 was fair compared to the xv01, i had trouble with wr8 when it comes to drifting because of the shaft driven system. The belt driven system in the xv01 is buttery smooth and feels like a drift car at certain points. Its very enjoyable to drive around. 
However compared to the wr8 there are downsides when you own a xv01, its not solid like a tank. There are maintenance that require due to the belt system.
The ride height is very low on the xv01, so it can only perform well on terrains that compliment its scale. The wr8 is a true basher car and lots of fun. I dont think the xv01 can replace the wr8. They are two complete different beasts.

Thank you so much for buying the xv01 from me man. I will ship your car tommorrow so that u can get it fast. Also i would like to share couple things i forgot to mention. The drive belt is upgraded with a reinforced drivebelt and the servo saver is also upgraded with a kimborough servo saver. I forgot to mention those upgrades on my previous email. 
Also i would strongly suggest that you would buy a JIS standard screw driver when changing the screws. Tamiya kits comes standard with japanese standard screws, if you use an american standard screw driver it will chew up the screws. The one i use on tamiya kits is something called "Vessel 220 Ball Grip +2x100 (JIS) 200mm Long +2 Screwdriver" bought it on amazon. Awesome screwdriver for hobbyist.
